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Updates on Current Projects

Memorial Wall

We are still moving forward with the planned Memorial Wall to honor past camp staff
who have passed away. Still working out final details with the material supplier. More
details will be posted when they are known.

PV Camp Museum

The pictures of past camp are up and looking great. We are currently sourcing display
cases as well as items to display within them. We have many of the items already but if
you have a particularly old or rare item then please reach out to
peacefulvalleyaa@gmail.com and we’ll see how it can fit in.

The museum area will be in one corner of Gilwell hall. Display cases will be under the
pictures shown here, with another case along the wall to the right. Wall mounted
bulletin board style cases might also be on the wall to the right and would hold the
program patches. The fire extinguisher will be moved to another wall.

Large Camp Maps

As part of the Gilwell beautification efforts, we are working to update the PV topo map
and then print a large (6’ tall or more) copy of it to mount to one of the walls in Gilwell.
It might have a dry erase surface along with the standard “scout proofing” that this
would require. Depending on feasibility, we might install a 2" copy in the main dining
hall area, and a smaller copy in the dining hall loft where the staff hold meetings.
